SAMPLE LETTER:

In light of recent scientific evidence published in Nature I am writing to urge you to exert pressure on the Government of Libya to a reversal of the death sentence of the five Bulgarian nurses and the Palestinian physician charged by Libyan authorities for allegedly infecting Libyan children with HIV. The health professionals have been imprisoned since 1999.

To quote the Nature lead researcher Dr Tulio de Oliveira, from Oxford University, "All the lines of scientific evidence point in the same direction, towards a long standing infection control problem at the hospital, dating back to the mid 1990s or earlier." 

My concerns are for the health professionals whom we know to be innocent, and for the infected children and their families.  We wish that all interested parties can reach a speedy and mutually agreeable resolution that will see justice for the imprisoned health professionals, address the pain of the families and mobilise resources for the treatment of the surviving children.
