Dear Minister (or Prime Minister or Member of Parliament or Head of Agency etc),
On behalf of the nursing profession in (YOUR COUNTRY), I am writing to urge you to exert pressure on the Government of Libya to ensure a just, fair and expeditious trial of the five Bulgarian nurses and the Palestinian physician charged by Libyan authorities for allegedly infecting Libyan children with HIV.  We ask for their release to house arrest for the duration of the legal proceedings and immediate access to lawyers of their choice and the expert witnesses they require. 

Our concerns are for the health professionals whom we believe to be innocent, and for the infected children and their families.  We wish that all interested parties can reach a speedy and mutually agreeable resolution that will see justice for the imprisoned health professionals, address the pain of the families and mobilise resources for the treatment of the surviving children.
